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NEW HOME SALES SURGED IN MARCH

As home buyers rushed to take advantage of the fed-
eral home-buyer tax credit before its expiration at the
end of April, sales of newly built single-family homes
surged 26.9% to a seasonally adjusted annual rate of
411,000 units in March, according to figures released
by the U.S. Commerce Department on April 23. The
near-record-breaking increase was also attributed to
the pent-up demand that had built up during unusu-
ally poor weather conditions in the previous month.
NAHB Chief Economist David Crowe said that sales
will likely continue to improve for the month of

April, but may plateau in late spring and early sum-
mer when the credit expires. Following that, the hous-
ing momentum should continue, due to low interest
rates, pent-up household formations, excellent af-
fordability conditions and budding employment
growth, he noted. Sales rose in every region of the
country in March, bringing the inventory of new
homes on the market down 0.8% to 227,000 units —
a 6.7-month supply at the current sales pace. For
more information, please read our press release or the
government’s report online.
